Harman gave the committee an overview of the BFS activities.  The written report is attached.  Procedures for selecting summer interns were discussed in light of the past online processes.  Some points were made to the effect that all interns should be held to the same deadlines and that exceptions should not be made for students based on political reasons.  This brought up the issue of the MacWatters Internships.  The committee discussed the possibility that Cobleskill simply name the MacWatters intern without input from the committee.  All other Cobleskill students would then be handled on equal basis with all other applicants.  We also discussed the possibility of renewing interviews with high school (and college?) interns, but limiting the list to the top 3 applicants.  We agreed to continue the discussion at the next meeting.

The committee agreed that it would not need to weigh in on the MS in Lake Management because the Biology Department is the appropriate body for such discussions.  The committee would be involved with how resources would be appropriated and used to support the degree program once it is approved.
Also on the next agenda is the procedure for use of BFS facilities & resources, and the selection of faculty stipends.
