Universal Waste Protocol
We are considered a small Quantity Handler of Universal Waste because we do not accumulate more than 5,000 kg of universal waste at any time.

Batteries:

Any batteries that show evidence of leakage, spillage must be contained. The container must be closed, structurally sound and compatible with the contents of the batteries.

Batteries or the container they are stored in must contain the following phrase: Universal Waste- Batteries and the date the battery was accumulated.
Vehicle batteries are recycled through the vendor that supplied the battery.

Thermostats-

Universal waste thermostats will be stored in the volatile storage area, labeled universal waste thermostat, and dated with the accumulation date. They will be removed with the hazardous waste shipment.
Lamps-
Fluorescent lamps will be placed in the round drums available in each building, contact Dale if you need a drum.  Compact Fluorescent Lamps and Street Lamps will be placed in boxes that are structurally sound, preferably the boxes they came in. The boxes must remain closed. The boxes must have a label with the following phrase: Universal Waste Lamps, and the date the lamps were accumulated.

Recycle-

Lamps and batteries will be stored in 128 Hulbert Hall. Call Northeast Lamp Recycling and arrange a time for a pick up 2 times a year.
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
