General Program Description and Purpose
Through the Center for Economic & Community Development (CECD), a total of $5,000 is available to support research conducted by SUNY Oneonta faculty or professional staff in support of linking learning, research and service to enhance the local region. CECD projects aim to improve the area economy and quality of life by creating and transferring relevant knowledge as faculty, staff and students engage with the place around the College. The number of awards and amount of each award will be contingent on the number of competitive proposals received as reviewed by CECD staff and an external review committee, and after close scrutiny of budget requests. The awards require partnership with the CECD to facilitate the process, including feedback to the community. 
Research is defined for the purpose of this program as the process of finding facts that will lead to knowledge. Research is done by using what is already known; additional knowledge can be obtained by proving (or falsifying) existing theories or systems, and by trying to better explain observations. Research is an analytical, systemic, organized and objective process that should answer a question or hypothesis in order to increase knowledge and information regarding a certain unknown thing. Community Economic Development is more than a simple focus on promoting industries and jobs – it also seeks improvement in varied place-based indicators such as education attainment, public safety, health, public infrastructure, industry diversity and civic capacity. Universities, through their people, can be economic developers. One source defines economic developers as those who have a liberal arts perspective and knowledge base, and help others to recognize the social and physical properties of a locality, including the problems to be solved through coordinated efforts.[footnoteRef:1] [1:  	See Edward J. This grant program supports the Power of SUNY’s Vibrant NY Communities idea to take a problem-solving focus on, and create solutions to, the state’s most pressing problems (e.g. economic, environmental, social, cultural, civic). SUNY goals specifically mentioned are livable neighborhoods, stable housing and thriving workplaces.
THIS PROGRAM DOES NOT FUND:
· Work that has been completed (retroactive funding is not allowed);
· Work to complete a dissertation; or work conducted under a contract for which payment will be received;
· Curriculum or course development (the improvement of instruction may be an inherent result of the research, but is not considered as meeting the primary purpose of this program), or training activities;
· Research conducted by students (the cost of student assistants is an eligible expense); for the Student Grant Program for Research and Creative Activity see www.oneonta.edu/academics/frc/;
· Publication costs of any kind (page charges, reprints, etc);
· Proposals that do not follow the specific guidelines and required project description format.
Eligibility
· Grant applicants/awardees must be paid employees of SUNY Oneonta at least through the fall 2011 semester. 
· Adjunct and part-time instructors are eligible, provided they meet the above employment eligibility requirement, and may apply for any expenses except a fellowship.
· Faculty on sabbatical leave in the fall 2011 and/or spring 2012 semesters are eligible to apply. 
Award Conditions
· Successful applicants will be required to sign a Terms of Award Agreement, including acknowledgement of fiscal responsibility, prior to accessing awarded funds.
· If a grant recipient’s paid appointment is not continued past the fall 2011 semester, funding will terminate and no further expenses will be processed after December 31, 2011. 
· Funding is not transferable to other faculty/professional staff not specifically identified in the proposal.
· Awardees are expected to work with the CECD to facilitate the process, including feedback to relevant people or groups in Oneonta or nearby areas. 
· Awardees must present the project at a campus-based venue/event within two years of the project period.
· Grant recipients must submit a brief progress report to the CECD by June 30, 2012.
· Additional conditions may apply.
Budget Information/Guidelines
· This Grant Program is funded by the CECD and coordinated by the Grants Development Office; Research Foundation fiscal policy/procedures/compliance issues are administered by the Office of Sponsored Programs. 
· The maximum award is $2,500 per project, not per applicant if multiple.
· Awardees will be provided with specific policies, procedures and deadlines pertinent to their award. 
· Budgets will be scrutinized carefully and should be well documented with expenses that are clearly justified to conduct the proposed research. 
Examples of allowable budget items include but are not limited to: 
· Student Assistants. Specify the number of hours @ an hourly rate; add applicable fringe benefit rate for undergraduate and graduate students (see Budget form). NOTE: minimum wage is currently $7.25/hr.
· Fellowship for applicant(s). $1,000 maximum per project (not per applicant, if multiple); adjunct and part-time faculty are not eligible. A fellowship is a non-wage award related to an academic endeavor and is subject to IRS regulations and SUNY academic policies and procedures, such as the Patents and Inventions Policy Contact Lara Woods of Sponsored Programs (dejoyls@oneonta.edu) if you have questions regarding eligibility.
· Travel to conduct the research project and/or disseminate results in the Oneonta area only; funds may not be requested or used simply to attend or present at professional conferences.
· For air/train travel get an estimated fare (use of the State travel agency is not necessary). 
· Check www.gsa.gov for the approved mileage rate (currently $.51/mile) and maximum per diem rates by location. 
· For rental vehicle, include insurance cost. Remember to request funds for parking fees and tolls if needed.
· Supplies/Materials (include shipping). NOTE: there is no equipment category, as items under $5,000 are considered supplies. Any minor equipment and non-consumable items purchased with grant funds become the property of the awardee(s)’ department(s) upon completion of the project.
· Other Expenses such as duplication costs, postage, printing, etc.

· COVER PAGE – Complete all information requested on the attached form.
· BUDGET – Complete attached form; include details and justification. 
· PROJECT DESCRIPTION – Maximum four [4] double-spaced pages for project narrative + one [1] for literature cited = five [5] page total maximum; use 12 point Times Roman or equivalent font; must include all components (a-g) specified below. Technical or discipline-specific jargon should be avoided; define acronyms at first use; the project must be described in language understandable to readers outside the relevant discipline. Use the following as headings, in this order:
a)	PROJECT TITLE.
b)	GOALS/SPECIFIC AIMS of the proposed research project.
c)	BACKGROUND/REVIEW OF LITERATURE (brief, as needed).
d)	METHODS that will be used to carry out the research.
e)	EXPECTED RESULTS AND SIGNIFICANCE: Explain how the project could impact the field of economic/community development research or to your academic discipline as replicable (possible to teach others), scalable (grow or reduce for use by others), and valuable to others.
f)	PLANS to disseminate results and to seek future external funding. (The relevant targets for dissemination are local people and organizations that can benefit from the results. However, there may be opportunities outside of this grant program to present results nationally such as the University Economic Development Association, Association of University Business and Economic Research, or [proposed] Center for Citizen SUNY.)
g)	LITERATURE CITED (not to exceed one page; this page cannot be used for other components, a-f).
