SUNY College at Oneonta

Preamble:


The Oneonta circle of Omicron Delta Kappa is established to honor leaders through recognition, membership and events. Membership to this organization shall be considered the highest honor at SUNY Oneonta for all students, faculty, staff and community members. 
Article 1: Club Name

The organization shall be known as the Oneonta Circle of Omicron Delta Kappa National Leadership Honors Society. (ODK)


Article 2: Meetings
Circle Meetings shall be called when the E-board feels it is necessary. The President shall run the meeting and set the date and time.
Article 3: Officers & Duties:
Section I: President:
· Chair all E-board and circle meetings.
· Be the primary student representative to the college, community and national organization.
· Be in charge of the strategic planning of the circle.
· Shall keep and update a transitional binder and files.
Section II: Vice President

· Shall act in the absence of the President.
· Shall organize events, programs about advertising of the circle.
· Shall lead the new member selection process.
· Shall keep and update a transitional binder and files.
Section III: Treasurer

· Shall be the steward of an updated budget and financial plan.
· Shall sign all financial vouchers.
· Shall organize fundraising events.
· Shall keep and update a transitional binder and files.
Section IV: Secretary

· Shall keep and distribute an updated calendar of events and meetings.
· Shall be the communication officer, including operating the website and correspondence with members.
· Shall be in change of attendance, membership lists and member contact information.
· Shall keep and update a transitional binder and files.
Section V: Vacancies shall be filled as soon as possible by a special election under the same terms of normal elections.
Article 4: Advisors

Faculty Advisor: Shall attend all meetings and give input in an advisory capacity only. Shall be elected by the circle and stay in that position until he/she resigns or the circle selects someone else. 

Faculty Secretary: Shall do all duties as delegated by the national office. Shall work closely with the e-board and support their tasks including but not limited to: selection, induction, correspondence and budget. Shall be elected by the circle and stay in that position until he/she resigns or the circle selects someone else. 

Article 5: Elections


Section 1: All student members are eligible for an officer position. Only student members may vote in student officer positions.
Section II: In the middle of the spring semester, letters of indent for officer position shall be asked for and sent in.

Section III: If a position has contest, an election of the circle shall take place, if a position has no contest they will assume the position with notification to the circle.

Section IV: Elections shall be run by the highest ranking officer that is not running for a position. If all officers are running for a position, the Faculty Secretary shall run elections.
Article 6: Membership


Section 1: All inducted members of ODK including students, faculty, alumni and Honoris Causa shall be considered members. Those that reside in the Oneonta community shall receive communication in regards to all events and meetings.


Section 2: Each semester before graduation, the E-board shall determine a list of active and in-active graduating student senior members based on attendance and involvement in the circle. Active members shall be provided a discount on graduation cords. Members may appeal in-active status in writing to the E-board for reconsideration.
Article 7: Selection of New Members

Section 1: All students that have 56 credits, 24 of which are resident credits with at least a 3.0 GPA shall be invited to apply for membership.

Section 2: The application for student membership shall be considered an addendum to these bylaws and approved under the same process as changes to this document.

Section 3: The point and ranking system document for student membership shall be considered an addendum to these bylaws and approved under the same process as changes to this document.

Section 4: Process of selection: ODK student members will review all applications and evaluate using the Point and Ranking System document and place a number on each application’s score sheet. Each application will be reviewed twice. An average of both ranks will be established. The E-board will select the cut off numbers depending on letters of reference and intent statements. Selection may vary from semester to semester, but should be around the upper third of the applications that were handed in.


Section 5: Two college, OAS or Research Foundation employees shall be inducted as faculty members of ODK each semester. Nominations shall be taken from anyone and the E-board shall select.

Section 6: One person each semester shall be inducted as Honoris Causa of ODK. Nominations shall be taken from anyone and the E-board shall select. This honor shall be considered the highest honor within ODK. Preference should be given to non-current college, OAS or Research Foundation employees that positively affect the college, the Oneonta community or the greater community.
Article 8: Recall of Officers

An officer’s position may be recalled by a two-thirds vote of the student membership in an open and apparent process. 
Article 9: Amendments
These bylaws may be amended by three-fourths of the voting members present at a circle meeting called for or including the purpose.
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
