The first Omicron Delta Kappa meeting of the Spring 2008 semester was called to order at 3:00 pm on January 18, 2008.  President Jared Brett Lefkowitz was the presiding officer.
Application and Selection Documents [Jared] – ODK had a meeting on Tuesday, January 15th to review and edit the prospective inductee’s application form as well as the point system that is used to grade applications.  The improved system can be seen on the attached appendices of the meeting’s agenda.  Jared effectively described the need for the sectional improvements and the membership voted unanimously to approve the new documents. This event will include non-alcoholic cocktails and be centered on current ODK members speaking about what leadership means to them. ODK plans to hold one ODK Café this semester but hopes to create a tradition for the years to come.  
Guest Speaker [Matt] – Mrs. Harrington (Matt’s Mom) has just published a book about leadership and the future of business.  ODK would like to invite her on campus to discuss her new book and hold a campus wide lecture on business and leadership.  We need to pick a venue and set a date so ODK can being advertising this event.
