September 10, 2007
The first Omicron Delta Kappa meeting of the Fall 2007 semester was called to order at 4:00 pm on September 10, 2007.  President Jared Brett Lefkowitz was the presiding officer.

Welcome [Jared]- The meeting started off with an informal introduction of all attendees.  Each member stated their name, major, year, leadership experience, and shared one fun event that happened this summer.  
Emerging Leaders [Jared]- ODK has scheduled a leadership panel for October 5th from 4:30 to 5:00 pm with Emerging Leaders, which is a program that helps encourage freshman and sophomores to develop leadership skills.  ODK would like members to sign up and attend this panel to share their leadership advice with young aspiring leaders.  There will be a free dinner after the panel where ODK members can mingle with these young leaders to further discuss leadership qualities.  
ODK Foundation Scholarship/Phonathon [Jared]- ODK wants to set up a Phonathon to call Alumni, Faculty and other Oneonta members to raise money for our circle and our scholarship.  
Pictures at Induction [Jared]- There was a general consensus that ODK does not need to hire a professional photographer for the Induction ceremony.  Instead, a student with a digital camera could take photographs to upload on our website.  Also, some members did not receive their Induction photograph.  These photographs can be picked up in Karen Brown’s office, located in the Admissions Office in Alumni Hall.  
Open House [Jared]- The first Open House is scheduled for October 6 from 10-2pm and the second Open House is November 10 from 10-2pm.  ODK wants to have tables at both Open Houses to engage new prospective students to join our circle when they become juniors.  A sign up sheet went around for members to volunteer for the October and November dates.   

Constitution/Selection Review Meeting [Jared]- ODK has scheduled a Constitution/Selection Review Meeting for November 3 at 12pm in the Glimmerglass room located in Hunt Union.  This meeting will discuss some issues regarding the selection review point system as well as our Constitution.  The E-board has no digital record of the constitution and it has not been updated recently.  Members are encouraged to attend this meeting to voice their thoughts on the necessary constitution and selection review changes.  These changes will not take effect until the Spring Semester 2008.
Selection/Membership Help [Matt]- Saturday’s Bread is scheduled for Saturday, October 20 at 9 am.  This event will be held at the Methodist Church and at least 10 to 15 people are needed to serve breakfast.  A sign up sheet went around for people to volunteer for this service opportunity. Be sure to dress in clothes that can get dirty.  Also, members are needed to review applications for the fall inductees.  The selection process will happen during the first week of October.  We encourage all members to help evaluate applications!
One member stated that two students from a previous semester were not accepted but still maintained their G.P.A. and junior status, yet were not offered to reapply again this semester.  Jared acknowledged that there are application forms in the Admissions Office, but he will also look into the issue.
